1. Strictly follow the lab report format listed later in this document. Failure to stick to the given guidelines will result in penalty. Specially do not copy and paste the lab instruction sheet as the lab report which will not be graded.

2. Absence from the lab should be informed to the TA beforehand and should be accompanied with a valid reason for the same. Absence from the lab without prior permission will result in no grade for that particular experiment.

3. No late lab reports will be accepted except in the case of absence from the lab with prior permission.

4. Please try to meet the deadline for the mid term and the final project. The deadline is going to be the same for the entire class and there will be no exceptions. Other than the final deadline there will be one another date for late submissions and presentations with 25% penalty. If you fail to present your project and submit your reports on any of these days your project will not be graded.

Your TA can grant you an excuse to any of the above rules if on discussing your case your reason seems to be valid and you deserve exemptions.
Format for the lab report

Objective

Write a brief statement about the objective of the lab work.

Design Specifications
Write the design specifications that you are trying to meet.
Part list
List of parts you have used. 

Circuit Schematic 
Give the relevant circuit diagram(s).
Calculations
Show the calculations you did for the lab work. Clearly state the assumptions you made and the values you took from the datasheet.
Results
Write your results/observations in this section.
Analysis/Conclusions

Explore possible applications or consequences of your results. Provide explanations for the differences between your expected and actual results or any interesting characteristics of the data. Answer any other related questions which were included as the part of the class exercise. 

Appendices
Attach waveforms (if any) or any other relevant data for the experiment. You do not need to attach datasheets for the components used.
