Laboratory Report 

All the information that you obtain and all the work you do must be recorded in great detail. Neatness and consistency are important virtues.  You have two options to submit your report: 
1)  write the report  in the log book,  or 
2)  type the report using word processing software.

NOTE: 

Sections 6 & 7 can only be done in the lab. All other sections must be completed before you enter the lab. Failure to complete sections 1 through 5 before you come to the lab will cause you to waste valuable time and allow you to turn in incomplete work. You will not receive any credit for incomplete work. 

When you are finished with your lab work, have the instructor verify the data that you have entered in your logbook. The instructor will initial and date your work. Complete the report writing and submit it to your instructor. Lab report is due at the very beginning of the next lab. If you choose to submit your lab report earlier, you can drop it off at the front desk of ECE Department on the 6th floor of Phillips Hall. Late submissions will not be graded.
