Final Presentation Format:

· Personal information such as name, major, school etc.

· Your schedule - details of classes and daily activities Fall and Spring (Word, Excel, or HTML file) 

· Include a link to the SEAS website as well as your own department webpage. Write a sentence or two under each link to say what information is available on these sites.

· Resume (Word, PDF, etc.) linked from your personal page

· Powerpoint slides covering Departmental Projects (max 7 slides, 5 minutes) 

· Reflection on Entrepreneurship and Innovation

· MATLAB project results (Word documents or MATLAB m-files)

· Load Bearing Structure Project results.
· Miscellaneous Videos, Slides, Photos etc.

· Each student must present using only his/her own personal webpage. No external documents/slides/images are permitted. Exceptions to this will be made if you plan on showing video files, etc, which are too large to fit on your webpage server. 

· Presentations must be 3 to 5 minutes long, so plan accordingly.
